	Students will read the text and identify the claim/supporting reasons using a graphic organizer.

	Read #2: Craft & Structure/Vocabulary

	How does the author of each text use ethos, pathos, or logos to support his claim?  Give specific examples and explain how they are used.
	Students will use a 3 column organizer to identify any examples of ethos, pathos, and logos in the text and explain how they are used to support the argument.  

	Read #3: Integration of Knowledge and Ideas
Inferential Level: What does the text mean?

	Examine the author’s use of evidence. Is it reliable evidence that is strongly connected to the claim? Examine whether the author uses a counterargument and rebuttal. How does this make the argument more effective? 
	Students will reread the article to identify the evidence.  They will write down the evidence in a chart and determine whether it is reliable and strongly connected to the claim. 

Students will then look for a counterargument and convincing rebuttal in each text.  They will write down the counterargument and rebuttal if present.
