	Read #1: Key Ideas & Details
Literal Level: What does the text say?
EC: Making Inferences
	Make an inference as to why Margot doesn’t want the water from the shower to touch her?  Use details from the text to support your answer.
	Students will read page 71 and highlight text details that support their inference.

	Read #2: Craft & Structure/Vocabulary
Structural Level: How does the text work?
EC: Identifying Conflict
	Determine the conflict that is developing between Margot and her classmates.  Use evidence from the text to support your answer.
	Students will re-read page 71 and underline details that support the conflict and discuss these details with their neighbor.

	Read #3: Integration of Knowledge and Ideas
Inferential Level: What does the text mean?

EC: Setting affecting Conflict
	Explain how a change in the setting would affect the conflict.  Use evidence from the text to support your answer.
	Students will re-read page 71 a third time and discuss with a neighbor how the conflict would change between Margot and her classmates if Venus had a climate similar to the Earth.
