	Read #1: Key Ideas & Details
Literal Level: What does the text say?
EC:  Cite the textual evidence that most strongly supports an analysis of what the text says explicitly drawn from the text.

	What are some of the things Anne misses most about life outside of hiding?
	Students will read the text and name the things Anne misses: to bike, dance, whistle, laugh, breath fresh air, etc.

	Read #2: Craft & Structure/Vocabulary
Structural Level: How does the text work?
EC: Analyze the impact of specific word choices on meaning and tone, including analogies or allusions to other texts.

	What does the saying “paper is more patient than people” mean?  How does this saying express Anne’s desire to put on a happy face?
	Students will highlight the quotation and then box-in the two sentences before the quotation.  Then students will highlight any other text connecting to similar ideas. 

	Read #3: Integration of Knowledge and Ideas
Inferential Level: What does the text mean?

EC:  Cite the textual evidence that most strongly supports an analysis of what the text says explicitly as well as inferences, conclusions, and/or generalizations drawn from the text.

	What is Anne’s attitude toward having been in hiding for a year and half?  Use evidence to support your inference.
	Students will underline lines of the text that reveal attitude and then draw a face (smiley, frown, confused, etc.) beside the selection. 

	Constructed-Response/Text-Dependent Analysis Prompt (ESSAY)
Action Oriented Level: What does the text inspire me to do? 
EC: Determine a central idea of a text and analyze its development over the course of the text, including its relationship to supporting ideas; provide an objective summary of the text.
PROMPT:  Anne’s diary is a window into her mind.  It reflects her way of thinking about hard times.  Anne thinks about her time in hiding by reflecting on the experiences of other people.  Choose two of these people and consider their impact on her attitude. Write an essay in which you explain the impact of Anne’s thoughts on her own attitude and use two examples from the text to support your response.
