	Read #2: Craft & Structure/Vocabulary
Structural Level: How does the text work?

	Identify the simile in lines 64-65. How does this simile help you understand Soto’s frustration?
	Students will reread the text and highlight what is being compared in the simile in lines 64-65. Then, students will explain in their own words how the figurative language helps the reader understand Soto’s frustration.

	Read #3: Integration of Knowledge and Ideas
Inferential Level: What does the text mean?

EC: Demonstrate understanding of figurative language, word relationships, and nuances in word meanings. A. Interpret figurative language (simile, metaphor, personification, hyperbole) in context.
