	What will students DO?

	Read #1: Key Ideas & Details
Literal Level: What does the text say?
EC: Main Idea of text
	What happened to Akeelma (Maleeka) today?
What is she doing?

Why is she happy?


	The students will understand what happened to Akeelma today and why she is feeling happy.

	Read #2: Craft & Structure/Vocabulary
Structural Level: How does the text work?
EC: Main Idea, Making Inferences
	What is Akeelma trying to say about being a slave? Why does the sun feel good for her?
	The students will understand why the sun feels so good on Akeelma’s skin and gain an appreciation for her current status on the boat.

	Read #3: Integration of Knowledge and Ideas
Inferential Level: What does the text mean?

EC: Making Inferences, making connections between characters within text.
	Why does she “want to hold onto the sun as long as she can?” 
How does her experience here relate to the life of Maleeka?

Have you ever felt thankful to be “back in the sun?”
	Students will understand how Akeelma uses her own inner strength to survive a difficult situation.
Students will be able to make connections between Akeelma and Maleeka.

	Constructed-Response/Text-Dependent Analysis Prompt (ESSAY)
Action Oriented Level: What does the text inspire me to do? 
EC: Making Inferences, making connections between characters within text, finding the theme of a text, critical and analytical thinking
PROMPT:  How does Maleeka feel enslaved and how does she try to survive in her current condition?
